Question for Day 1:
How can | describe the joy of the resurrection?

Quote for Day 1.

Yes, Christ is truly risen, and we are witnesses of this. We proclaim this witness to the world, so
that the joy which is ours will reach countless other hearts, kindling in them the light of the hope
which does not disappoint.” St. John Paul II, 2000

Prayer for Day 1:

Now when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene and Mary, the mother of Jesus, and Salome
bought sweet spices that coming they might anoint Jesus. And very early in the morning, the first
day of the week, they came to the sepulchre, the sun being now risen. And they said to one
another: Who shall roll us back the stone from the door of the sepulchre? And looking they saw the
stone rolled back, for it was very great. And entering into the sepulchre they saw a young man
sitting on the right side, clothed with a white robe; and they were astonished. Who said to them: Be
not affrighted. You seek Jesus of Nazareth who was crucified. He is risen! He is not here! Behold
the place where they laid Him. But go tell His disciples, and Peter, that He goes before you into
Galilee where you shall see him, as He told you.

What spiritual power of the resurrection do | connect with?

Prayer for Day 2:

So it is with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable, what is raised is
imperishable. It is sown in dishonour, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in
power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a spiritual body. The first man was from the earth, a
man of dust; the second man is from heaven. As was the man of dust, so are those who are of the
dust; and, as is the man of heaven, so are those who are of heaven. Just as we have borne the
image of the man of dust, we will also bear the image of the man of heaven.

Question for Day 3:
What does the sacrifice of Jesus mean to me?

Prayer for Day 3:

As the world sings triumphant cries to heaven over death that You conquered, help us, Lord,
tomorrow as well, when the dresses are put away and the candy is all eaten and on with life we go
let us not forget.
