Understanding how Parliament works. Please read the explanation on the structure of
Parliament https://www.parliament.uk/about/how/role/system/ and then produce a
document answering the following questions:
- What are the three parts that make up Parliament?
- How are members of the House of Commons and the House of Lords selected?
- How does a bill become a law?

There are lots of good online videos on these, as well as many websites with easy to
follow explanations.

Make sure that write accurate notes and bring what you have produced with you on
Sixth Form Enrolment Day.
